Any attempt to confiscate land or other
properties that contradicts Sharia principles or the rulings of Sharia courts is strictly
prohibited. Any forgery, excuse, or reason for not adhering to Sharia law will not be
tolerated. The perpetrators will be given Sharia punishment to prevent usurpation and
save them from accusation.
