The Supreme court issued the following directives on 28/5/14431 to all courts of 

Afghanistan to conduct better activities. 

 

1. In courts where no traffic division exists, all such issues shall relate to the 

criminal division. 

2. In courts where no commercial division exists, all such issues shall relate to 

the civil division. 

3. In courts where no criminal division exists, all such issues shall relate to the 

public security division. 

 

The above directives of the supreme court are issued to directorates of cassations, 

divisions, appeal courts, and primary courts of the Islamic Emirate of Afghanistan to 

take appropriate actions according to Sharia.
