Subsequently, on 11/2/1445 AH - 28/Aug/2023, the third council concerning the 

distribution of deeds convened under the esteemed leadership of the Islamic Emirate of 

Afghanistan—the honorable Amirul Momineen (may Allah protect him). The following 

dignitaries participated: Respected Sheikh Abdul Hakim (Al-Haqqani) Sahib, Chief 

Justice and Head of the Supreme Court; Mohammad Qasim Rasekh Sahib, Judicial 

Deputy of the Supreme Court; Mufti Abdul Rashid Saeed Sahib, General Director for the 

Supreme Court's Secretariat; the Honorable Atallah Omari, Minister of Agriculture and 

Irrigation; and the Honorable Maulvi Abdul Ali Sahib, Head of the Deeds Department of 

this Ministry. In this council, Amirul Momineen (may Allah protect him) provided the 

subsequent guidance on the distribution of deeds: 

 

"Courts in Afghanistan issue deeds from past times in paper formats, so now the Supreme 

Court should initiate the distribution of these paper deeds on the sheets it has prepared. 

Distribution of electronic deeds shall remain suspended until electronic systems are 

operational across all provinces. Nevertheless, individuals who may opt to convert paper 

deeds once given can change it to electronic format. Initiation of deed distribution should 

commence in Kabul and the provincial centers." 

 

Hence, the written directives from the honorable leadership of the Islamic Emirate of 

Afghanistan concerning deed distribution have been circulated to the Islamic Emirate of 

Afghanistan's Cassation, Divisions, Appellate, and Primary Courts, so the distribution of 

paper deeds in all provinces should commence accordingly.
